· Sean agreed to send an email with details on the funds raised. 
· Close to 11K raised. 
· Silent audition numbers were down but numbers for the event were also down
· The football team is going to take a donated tractor to touch a truck and sell tickets on it, so that will still bring in a bit more funding
· Dance drew a new audience this year
· Recommended moving the event, if planned again, to April to avoid sporting events and family day weekend which contributed to low numbers
· Goal is to have silent auction on-line in the future. This makes it easier to manage and available to more people for a longer period of time. This could result in more access, and can be flexible when it is run (i.e. doesn’t have to be with the dance).
· To discuss next meeting how the funds will be used. 
· Some teams chose not to participate in silent auction even though they are in need of funding, which was disappointing. Teams were asked to provide silent auction items and the funds raised on those items would be directed to their team. It was discussed that a team manager may be a better point of contact for stuff like this, but most teams do not have a team manager. Also discussed making coaches aware early in the fall so that they have more time to prepare and participate. Sean and Tiffany will meet with them in 3rd week of September.
· Having Cask run the bar at the dance was a time and money saver.
· Late night food did not go as well as hoped, to be reconsidered for next time.
Principal’s Report
· Tardy Policy
· Monthly draw for air pods run through the leadership class to encourage compliance with the policy
· Comparing figures from previous year suggests tardies have been cut in half so far
· Less loitering and absences improved
· Concerns identified:
· Student who are late deciding to not bother going to class. Plan to be identified to address this issue 
· Perception Survey
· Results expected in April
· This will include Teachers and Wellness surveys
· with the
· PL Days
· February days similar to previous year – no PL days so waiting for March figures before gathering data
· Quality over Quantity – less sick time and less supply teachers so less interruption in curriculum. However the data used can have some noise in it so it is hard to know if improvements are related to PL Days.
· Province has contracted Data NB to assess the success of the program. They will review things like absenteeism. 
· Graduation
· Prom – June 14th, at Riverside - students encouraged to get prom tickets sooner rather than later (first come first serve)
· Graduation – June 18th at the Qplex at 1PM - No tickets required for Graduation itself
Other Items
· Sean discussed future fundraising idea, particularly if the interest in the dance has dwindled
· Moped Raffle
· Need a non-profit to partner with. Sean has been in talks with Oasis
· Online raffles box – small fee and they deposit the money in your account
· Downey Motor Sports has agreed to provide a Moped and if tickets sales don’t cover the cost of the Moped the money simply becomes a 50/50 draw.
· Donation to RICC & Oasis
· Separate URL for teams to get involved in ticket sales
· Potential for Leadership class to run this in the future once tested
